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	This year we have a moderately difficult paper overall. Compared to Physics, Maths was relatively difficult. Chemistry had a few tough questions. It is a balanced paper with questions from all corners of the syllabus. Just like last year there are very few questions which are directly from NCERT text book. Most questions tested the conceptual understanding of the students.
	The cutoff for eligibility to JEE Advanced would be around 80. It has to be remembered that this year the number of students who will be shortlisted for JEE advanced will be 224000, 4000 more than last year.
	
	Mathematics Paper: Few questions were lengthy this year. There are no mistakes and no controversial questions. The paper was well balanced. Most questions checked the deep conceptual understanding of students. Questions from Integration, Limits and Differential Equations were easy. It is possible for a few good students to score 120 marks in Maths easily.
	
	Physics Paper: On first appearance the paper looks easy. But once you start working out you will realise that the paper is not all that easy. Overall the paper is balanced. There were 10 easy questions, 10 moderate questions and 10 tough questions. A couple of problems involved lengthy calculations. 2 particularly tough questions appeared from modern physics and collisions. 
	
	Chemistry Paper: Though slightly difficult compared to last year, it is on expected lines. A well prepared student can easily answer 20 questions. There are overall 9 questions from Organic, 10 from Physical and 11 inorganic. There are 16 easy questions, 9 moderately difficult questions, 5 difficult questions. Of the difficult questions, 2 each were from organic & physical and one from inorganic. There were 12 Concept based questions, 2 questions in physical chemistry involved lengthy calculation. There were no questions from topics like atomic structure, gaseous state, chemical equilibrium. Otherwise, the paper was balanced. There was one question with ambiguous answers
